After being interviewed by the New Membership Committee, Patrick and Katie Jimenez and
Daughter Gracie, were voted in as new members of Glass Club Lake. Patrick, Katie and
Gracie are buying the Steve Rice Cabin on the Naples side. Welcome to this new family.

A motion to accept the Jimenez family was made by Dale Norris and seconded by Johnny
Murphy. Motion carried.

A call to order was made by John Thomas, and the Agenda was read. A Motion was made by
Johnny Murphy and seconded by Michael Holman to accepted the Agenda as printed.

The minutes of last months meeting was read by all. Ms. Pat Smartt made the motion to
accept the minutes as printed, this was seconded by Ms. Mary Janet Wakefield.
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to accept the financial report as stated and was seconded by James Fields.

Under new business, Ms. Mary Janet Wakefield reported a water leak at the work out room.
This leak has been an on going problem in the past. Mr. John Thomas said he would contact
the Lady at city hall and let her know of the leak. Ms Wakefield also asked about the pine
trees. Mr. Thomas said Mr .Abston was in charge of the trees, and he would let us know
when the trees are to be thinned.

The signs which appeared on the lake which stated “Lots Available”, were discussed. These
signs were put up by the President and Vice President a little bit prematurely. The “Lots to be
made Available” was voted on at the annual meeting in 2008, and was turned down. But
since the signs made such an impression on several members of the Board, it was discussed,
and the Board of Directors voted to bring the vote back to the Stockholders, The signs were
only on the lake for two weeks, and we had two takers and possibly three. The Board of
Directors suggested we send each stockholder a ballot to vote for, or against, the proposition,
and mail ballot back by August 28, 2010. It was stated by the president that the Lake now
owns 19 stocks. These stocks could be sold for $2500 each and any new member would be
paying $500 yearly dues. A motion was made by Johnny Murphy and seconded by Moody
Miller to send letters to all Stockholders. Motion carried.

The beautification committee asked to have a Lake wide garage sale on August 21, 2010, at
the pavilion, with all proceeds going to the beautification committee. Motion was made by
John Gullion and seconded by Moody Miller. Motion carried.

John Thomas made the motion to give the beautification committee the rental received from
use of the pavilion. This will give the beautification committee a little more revenue in their
treasury, for their plans to beautify the Lake.. Motion was made by Pat Smartt and seconded
by James Fields. Motion carried.

Mr. Ken Harper gave the Board his plans to build a shed over travel trailer and boat. The
Buildings and Grounds committee had looked at the plans and recommended his request be
approved. Motion by Johnny Murphy and seconded by John Gullion. Motion carried.

In Old Business, John Thomas stated that the letters sent to Stockholders with sewer systems
worked with most, But some had not come to the standards set by the letter. Another letter
will be sent to all that have such systems and told of the date the Buildings and Grounds
committee, along with the President, will make a visual inspection. Motion to approve was
made by Johnny Murphy and seconded by Moody Miller. Motion carried.
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has been held by Dale Norris for two years and no building has been completed. There has
been someone else asking to build on said lot. Mr. Norris was asked to bring plans to this
months meeting, and let the Board know his intentions. Mr. Norris told the Board that
because of the economy, he did not know when he could say for sure when he could do
anything at the lot. He stated he paid back taxes on the property, paid to have old cabin torn
down, and cleared the lot hoping to build immediately. But the bottom dropped out of the
economy and things went from bad to worse. Mr. Moody Miller said Dale had done a lot of
work around the Lake and we should consider this. Mr. Johnny Murphy agreed with Mr. Miller
that Dale needed more time. Mr. Johnny Murphy made the motion to allow Mr. Norris more
time to build This was seconded by Mr. Moody Miller. Motion carried with 9 voting for and 1
against. After a lengthy discussion, it was decided to bring this before the Stockholders at the
annual meeting. Mr Johnny Murphy made the motion to bring it before the entire
Stockholders in June 2011 and Mr. Moody Miller seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Motion to adjourn was made by Ms. Mary Janet Wakefield and seconded by Mr. Johnny
Murphy.
